Graduate-level writing skills are 
demonstrated, however, errors in 
sentences structure, grammar, 
and/or spelling occur 
occasionally. 

Graduate level writing skills are 
demonstrated. Errors in 
sentence structure, grammar 
and/or spelling are rare or 
nonexistent. 

Supporting Materials  No supporting materials are 
included. Supporting materials 
include handouts, brochures, and 
programs. 

Supporting materials are 
included for some, but not all, 
sessions or concerts.

Supporting materials do not 
relate to, or enhance, most or all 
reflections. 

Supporting materials are 
included for most, but not all, 
sessions or concerts. 
-or- 
Supporting materials do not 
relate to, or enhance, some 
reflections. 

Supporting materials are 
included for all sessions or 
concerts, and are relevant to 
each. 
 
 
 
 

Reflections  Reflections are incomplete, 
and/or not included for sessions 
or concerts. 

Reflections include only a 
summary of events for each 
given session or concert. 

Reflections include a summary 
of events and analysis of the 
topics presented. 

Reflections are thorough and 
include a summary of events, an 
analysis of topics, and a 
reflection upon how the 
information provided will impact 
one’s teaching, programming 
and/or classroom.
